	Priority will be given to projects that encourage new growth, rather than contain decline, and clearly demonstrate investment in the future.
	

	Priority will be given to projects that are focused upon drawing the community closer to the activities of the church and vice versa.
	

	The District Advance Fund (DAF) can assist churches to deal with unforeseen emergencies, which are beyond their normal resources and would threaten their mission.  Assistance would expect to be shared between church, Circuit and District.
	

	Each application must demonstrate effective use of funds held in the local church and the Circuit as well as any external funds that may be available.  Evidence of such support should be demonstrated when applying to the District for assistance.
	

	Support will be given for work in disadvantaged areas where new growth can be expected to ensure the continuing presence of the Methodist Church.
	

	Projects will be in line with the Methodist Church’s “Caring for the Earth Policy”.
	


FINANCIAL LIMITS

· Personnel: Grants of up to £10,000 per annum can be made for a maximum period of FIVE years.  Alternatively, a one-off grant of up to £15,000 can be awarded.
· Property:  A one-off grant of up to 10% of local money raised or £10,000, whichever is the lower, can be awarded.
· Outreach, Evangelism and Ecumenical Work:  Grants of up to £1,000 per annum can be made for a maximum period of FIVE years.
· Note:  Any request for an amount in excess of the above limits may be considered and forwarded to the District Council.
